I. Rising Sectional Differences
A. Legislators from the three regions (Northeast, West and South) argued over the following economic issues:


1. the sale of public lands (primarily in the West)



a. North did not want the land sold cheaply




b. West wanted it sold cheaply 

2. internal improvements (such as roads, canals and railroads)
a. North and West wanted the federal government to spend more

b. South did not approve of more spending


3. tariffs


a. North supported high tariffs


b. South opposed higher tariffs
II. Tariff of Abominations
A. a bill that passed through Congress in 1828 that significantly raised tariffs

III. Crisis over Nullification
A.  Doctrine of Nullification stated that a state had the right to reject any federal law that it considered unconstitutional (John C. Calhoun-South Carolina)
IV. The States’ Rights Debate
A.  Daniel Webster (Massachusetts) vs. Robert Haynes (South Carolina) debated in Congress over the doctrine of nullification and which was more important than the nation as a whole or the individual states.

V. South Carolina Threatens to Secede
A.  South Carolina nullified the Tariff of Abomination and threatened to leave the Union if the government tried to collect the tax

B.  Henry Clay proposed a compromise tariff in 1833 to avoid their secession and any possible bloodshed.  It worked.

I. Americans Support Manifest Destiny
A. Although populated with Native Americans and Mexicans, white Americans viewed land in the West as unoccupied.
B. Newspaper editor, John O’Sullivan coined the term manifest destiny- the belief that god intended for America to stretch from the Atlantic Ocean to the Pacific Ocean 

II. Troubles with Mexico
A. In 1845, Congress admitted Texas as a slave state. However, Mexico still claimed it as its own.
B. Mexico saw this as an act of war.

C. Texas and Mexico could not agree on the border

1. Texas claimed it was the Rio Grande.  

2. Mexico claimed it was the Nueces River.

D. April 1846, President Polk purposely sent General Zachary Taylor and his troops into the disputed territory to provoke the beginning of the war.
E. Northerners did not support the war with Mexico, but Southerners did

III. Capturing New Mexico and California
A. General Kearny marched from Kansas to New Mexico. Using persuasion instead of force, he peacefully captured it.
B. Explorer John C. Fremont led a rebellion in California against Mexican rule. American troops later joined the rebels and took control of California.

IV. The Invasion of Mexico

A. General Taylor invaded from the north headed toward Monterrey.  General Winfield Scott invaded from the south headed toward Mexico City.
B. Mexico City fell in September 1847
V. The Mexican Cession

A. The Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo ended the war on February 2, 1848.  It stated:

1. TX was a part of the U.S.

2. The Rio Grande is the border between the U.S. and Mexico

3. Mexican Cession: Mexico gave up land which includes present-day states of California, Nevada, Utah, most of Arizona, parts of New Mexico, Colorado and Wyoming.

4. U.S. would pay Mexico $15 million for the land, U.S. would pay $3.25 million of claims that U.S. citizens had against Mexico and the U.S. would protect Mexicans left living on this new U.S. soil.
VI. “From Sea to Shining Sea”

A. In 1853, Mexico sold the U.S. a strip of land known as the Gadsden Purchase for $10 million.  It covered what is now southern Arizona and Southern New Mexico.
